1. TIMESCALES

Steve Lee confirmed that for 2006/07, Urban Vision needed suggested schemes by the end of July.

2. LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN (LTP)

Members were advised that LTP priorities were:

· Making sustainable transport the mode of choice wherever appropriate;

· Controlling movement whether by car, bike or foot;

· Safety;

· Public transport, cycling, pedestrians;

· “Other minor works”.

The £100,000 per Community Committee was for other minor works.

3. SCHEMES FOR CONSIDERATION

Members considered a list of schemes which might be considered for actioning with the £100,000.  This list was drawn largely from the Community Action Plan and from issues raised at Community Committee since production of the CAP.  In discussion, members added some further schemes.

Steve Lee offered advice on the eligibility of the schemes for consideration within the LTP guidelines. 

Members agreed to

Recommend the following schemes for initial consideration:
a. Improve safety at Lancaster / Oxford / Russell junction

b. improve safety at Lancaster / Swinton Park / Welwyn junction

c. improve visibility / safety of puffin crossing at Costco (Hope Village)

d. reduce speeds on Doveleys / Manor / Lullington

e. reduce speed on Tootal Drive between Eccles Old Road and Edward Ave

f. re-design parking at Bolton Road shops to improve safety

g. re-design parking at Hope village shops to improve safety

h. improve crossings outside Hope High school

i. reduce speeds on Dronfield Road around Pendleton College

j. replace Gilda Brook subway with a surface crossing

k. introduce speed restrictions on all or parts of Eccles Old Road

l. improve footpath alongside Folly Brook / Oakwood High School (NB this path is in Eccles but used by Hope residents in particular.  Sub –Group would want to explore a joint approach with Eccles Community Committee if this is to proceed).

AGREED:  Steve Lee would produce rough costings for the above schemes.  Sub-group would then meet again to put them in priority order.

Members noted that the information would probably not be available until after July Community Committee meaning Committee could not ratify any recommendations until September.  It was

AGREED to request that for 2006/2007, Community Committee delegate responsibility for approving a prioritised list of schemes to the Highways Sub-Group.

4. SCHEMES REJECTED FOR CONSIDERATION

Members agreed to 

Recommend that the following schemes be excluded from consideration for the reasons shown:

a. Introduce further Alleygating schemes (does not fit LTP criteria)

b. Make Kennedy Road one-way along its whole length (is already being looked at)

c. Limit the hours of operation of the Eccles Old Road bus lanes (from autumn, the local authority will be able to police bus lanes; outside peak hours, the lanes probably exercise a speed reduction effect; the development of Hope Hospital will have a major impact on Eccles Old Road )

d. Address on-street parking around the RSPCA (this could be picked up by Urban Vision’s revenue budget)

e. Prevent inappropriate traffic from accessing Daisy Bank Avenue (a scheme has been drawn up, which can probably be funded from revenue)

f. Replace chains on Chain Brew – Eccles Old Road (can be funded from revenue)

g. Address match day parking around the Willows rugby ground (there are options to be explored which do not require Community Committee funding)

h. Address safety at Cholmondely / Guildford junction (this will almost certainly be covered by the Safe Routes to Lightoaks School initiative, which is already programmed for 2006/07

i. Improve safety at Claremont / Eccles Old Road junction (this probably requires only corner protection with yellow lines, which can be funded from revenue)
