Good quality, accessible green space and natural areas are considered to enhance the quality of life of local people and have been identified by the Salford draft Community Plan as a priority area. 

As part of the Local Development Plan for Salford, officers from Development Planning are preparing a Greenspace Strategy for the city covering all the green space areas. This document will be a Supplementary Planning Document to interpret the Council’s recreation policies and to identify priorities for the improvement of open spaces in Salford. 

The Greenspace Strategy will comprise both the formal Urban Open Spaces  (which considers the provision of formal outdoor recreation facilities) and the informal Wider Green Spaces. The Strategy will, among other things, set local standards for the provision of open space in the city; highlight deficiency areas within the city; identify key sites for provision and improvements to informal recreation; and recommend access improvements to, and between, open space sites.

The Salford Greenspace Strategy will be drafted for a formal consultation period during February and March 2006, with an expected adoption date of August 2006. 

A Stakeholder Group is being set up to act as a consultation forum. It will consider the outcomes of the audit and assessments, which have been carried out to provide the baseline data relating to green spaces in Salford, and to discuss proposals for the Greenspace Strategy to carry forward.

I am inviting you to support the preparation of Salford’s Greenspace Strategy as a member of the Key Stakeholder Consultation Group. You will be asked to take a strategic view rather than get involved in single site issues. 

I would be pleased if you could attend a Stakeholder meeting. This will be held on either Friday 11th or Friday 18th November. I would appreciate a response to confirm whether you would be interested in assisting the development of this Strategy, and whether you have a preference for either of the suggested dates for the meeting and whether the morning or afternoon would suit you. Please indicate if you are available for both dates and/or times. In deciding the final date I will attempt to arrange the meeting for when the majority of respondents are able to attend.
