WHAT ISSUES WOULD YOU LIKE TO SEE COVERED AT COMMUNITY COMMITTEE?

‘Local issues that are important to residents’

‘This needs a pragmatic approach – what is topical, relevant, coming up, etc’

‘Wardens’

‘Local issues community lead and needs lead’

‘Local issues, transport and traffic problems. Policing’

‘(1) Traffics problems, (2) Police vigilance, (3) Sense of belonging (owning) the area we live in’

WHAT WOULD MAKE COMMUNITY COMMITTEE MEETINGS GOOD FOR YOU?

‘Limit the time for discussion. Prioritise issues’

‘Knowing the area can be maintained before hitting ‘rock bottom’

‘Things that are asked for not put to one side and promises kept’

‘Where our community is going. What matters to residents should take priority’

‘Alternate meetings – a “short” presentation and a strong control when necessary on individuals who hog the stage’
