LIGHTOAKS PARK

Overall, residents felt that the park was looking very good.

POND

The wind-operated water aerator has been removed.

Some reeds had been planted around the edge but the full planting programme has not yet taken place.
The narrow gully area of the pond was clear.  The creation of stepped access to the waters edge was for the health and safety of staff.
The promised noticeboard about the wildlife in the pond / park has not been erected but signs have been put up asking people not to feed the water fowl and explaining why.

The big sign outlining the programme of improvements to the pond needs removing.

SPORTS AREA

No progress to report with securing funding to improve the sports area. 

Large ‘no dogs’ signs had been put up outside the basketball and tennis areas.  Residents asked if one could be put up outside the football area as well.

SMALL CHILDRENS PLAY AREA

The improvement work has been completed and looks good.

BENCHES 

No improvements have been made.

GATES

BINS

FLOWERS

OAKWOOD PARK

Improvement work to the main footpath and the Lancaster Road frontage should be starting soon.

ACTIONS ARISING FROM THE WALKABOUT:

· Clarify timetable for pond planting programme.

· Put up sign identifying water fowl.

· Remove sign about pond improvement programme.

· Put ‘no dogs’ sign outside football area.

· Decide what action if any will be taken to improve benches in the park.

· Ensure gate locking / unlocking is done at appropriate times.

· Speak to cleansing about bin emptying.

· Decide whether signs requesting people not to pick flowers would be worthwhile.
