LIGHTOAKS PARK

GENERAL

Residents again commented on the condition of the park and commended the park staff on their work.  Particular mention was made of the new rockery.

Staff reported on the planting of 10,000 mixed tulips; 5,000 mixed crocuses and; the laying of approximately 400 metres of turf.  The concrete base where the old cabin used to be had been broken up and a turfed mound created.

A number of long-term unemployed people had been working in the park as part of the “Back to Work” programme, a partnership with Salford Consortium, Salford Construction Partnership and Myerscough College.

POND

The pond was smelling worse than for some time.  Environmental services should check if the outlet channel is blocked.
SPORTS AREA

A further meeting was scheduled for later in the month to look at identifying funding to improve the sports area.
GATES

Residents were reporting that the park gates had not been locked at night on several recent occasions.  Steve Taylor will follow this up with Paul McKeown.
TREES

The tree survey has been carried out in the park.  Production of the report has been delayed because of staff illness but should be available soon.

Community Committee had not yet received a response to their query about the remaining gate in the back fence of a house on Radcliffe Park Road or the low level razor wire behind another house.
