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NEW WEASTE

Following discussion at previous committee meetings, the staff team have made arrangements to visit both St. Lukes C.E. and All Souls R.C. schools on a weekly basis, around school finishing time, until xmas at least, to talk to parents, etc.
The aim is primarily to identify residents’ issues but, if opportune, to also try and stimulate the re-formation of a residents group.

Issues identified to date (with suggested actions in italics) are:

· provide something for children to do in the area (several people) - no specific action but look for opportunities to do something

· create play area where Nelson Street was / elsewhere (several residents) - look for opportunities.

· gating at Thornfield / Belmont (several residents) - Kay to work with residents

· reduce traffic speed on Foster Street - Mick to put on Community Committee's list of highways schemes

· clear vegetation at Thornfield play area - Mick to contact Environmental Services

· drinking going on in Thornfield play area, especially on Fridays - Mick to advise police

· re-schedule traffic lights at Tootal / Weaste / Liverpool junction to include a pedestrian phase - Mick to put on Community Committee's list of highways schemes

· Andy Leaston for Friends of School to provide Mick with details of proposed scheme on school fields – Mick to try and get “Secret Garden” funding

· My Street residents want better central heating; rotten windows replaced; bathrooms & kitchens improved – enquire with Salix.

· Reduce speed of traffic entering My Street – Mick to add to Highways schemes list.

· Dog fouling – advise Environmental Services

· Reduce traffic speeds / inappropriate use of St Lukes Rd - Mick to add to Highways schemes list.
· Reduce traffic speeds on Kingsford Street - Mick to add to Highways schemes list

· Broken glass on Dolby Park  - raise with Environmental Services re grot spots

· Rats near several building and demolition sites – gave out Salford Direct telephone number.

· State of the ‘park’ behind Borough / Humber - gave out Salford Direct telephone number.

· Need lollipop person for people crossing Liverpool Street on their way to / from All Souls and St. Luke’s – refer to Urban Vision
· Youths gathering at Chandos shops and on Barff / Kennedy  – advise detached youth work team and police.
· Martin Street / Cedric Street alleygates not locking; dogs fouling; drains blocked – raise with Housing connections Partnership
· Unhappy that recycling do not take plastic coartons, only bottles.

· Water coming from broken pipes and rubble at Nelson Street demolition area – site visit; water leaks repaired; rubble being removed / covered.
