9. Takeaway food shops, fouling, tenants bins

10. Food chucked away on Doveleys Road by schoolchildren visiting shops

11. Drunken gangs pestering shoppers for drink

12. Under age drinking (on the streets and in the park)

13. After school activities for under 8s that are fitness or sport 
14. Facilities for children, especially younger ones

15. Facilities for younger children

16. More things for kids to do and places to go

17. No children’s holiday groups, when school holidays, everything closes 
18. No community youth groups for young children

19. More youth activities are needed

20. Need a community centre in Weaste

21. More venues / more for people to do.  If the venues are in place, they aren’t being advertised enough.

22. More buses needed – only 1/hour e.g., 31 (E. Lancs Road), 27 (Lancaster Road)

23. Poor bus services throughout the area.  Better timetables at bus stops – large print.
