1. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 4th  AUGUST 2003

The minutes were accepted as a correct record.

2. MATTERS ARISING

(a)
Balance Statement
The up-to-date balance statements for the Devolved Budget and Youth Action Key Fund were noted. (Balance sheets attached).  It was noted that the commitment of £8000 to Fairbridge could be deferred until April 2004, which would leave £17,000 remaining to be spent in 2003/04.

(b) Feedback from Funding Recipients
Members noted:

· Copy of the letter sent to funding recipients asking for receipts and reports of activity;

· A rough redraft of the report form recipients are asked to complete and return;

· A further copy of the one report form so far returned.

There was further discussion of the form; of the importance of monitoring; of the desirability of an inventory of large purchases; and the fact that monitoring for all community committee areas was carried out centrally

RESOLVED: to invite Sandra Derbyshire, who has overall responsibility for these issues, to the next meeting to discuss them.

(c) Information leaflet for 11 – 16 year olds
Members noted that a leaflet was being produced in-house.  The target was to have the leaflet delivered to high schools before half term.  The local high schools also serve the Ordsall / Langworthy area, so a joint leaflet was being planned.

(d) Community use of Schools Budget
Mick Walbank presented a paper which updated members on issues concerning the community use of schools budget:

· Responsibility for managing the budget has now transferred to Community Services / community committees;

· The amount allocated to community committees is moving from an amount based on historical spend at schools in their area; to an amount based on population of the area;

· The historical spend at Claremont / Weaste schools was £22047 pa; the amount allocated for this financial year is £19936, which will reduce to £8568 by 2006/07;

· Historically, two schools (Hope High and St. Luke’s C.E. Primary) have received funding from this budget;

· Historically, three groups (Dominion Morris Dancers, Boys Brigade, Weaste Wanderers F.C. and a karate club have benefited;

· From now on, claims will be made by groups not schools but the money will be paid to schools if the applications are successful;

· There has been a city-wide agreement that groups which have been supported up to April 2003 will continue to be supported at least until the end of March 2004;

· The payments will be based on caretakers’ hourly wages and a set hourly amount based on what part of the school (e.g., hall, classroom, playing field) is used by the group;

· There have been recent changes in the demand for use of school premises by groups in the area: the karate club has reduced its nights from two to one and Dominion Morris Dancers have moved to Seedley Primary School.  (With luck, this means that all four groups will continue to be supported from the reduced Community use of Schools budget without requiring top-up from the devolved budget).

RESOLVED: that, bearing in mind the above points:

(a) there should be no active publicising of this budget locally;

(b) the funded groups should be asked to provide details of the areas of residence of their members.  If appropriate, other community committees should then be asked to contribute to the support of those groups from April 2004.

3. APPLICATIONS FOR FUNDING

Budget Group considered four applications for funding.  With respect to item (c), Tootal Boys F.C., Jackie Gandy declared a non-financial interest as mother of a member of the applicant group.  Committee agreed that Jackie could contribute to the discussion but should not vote on this application.  Cllr Janice Heywood also asked for it to be recorded that she would abstain from voting on this application.  Committee asked Mick Walbank to contact these applicants concerning a number of issues.

4. HELPING HANDS

In response to requests from members, Mick Walbank had obtained costs for extending the “Helping Hands” minor repairs service into Claremont / Weaste.  The cost was £7000 pa for a 20 hour per week service.  In the meantime a similar scheme had been set up by Community Home Care.  This scheme covered the area but did not require Community Committee funding.  No further action was necessary.
5. REPORTS FROM SPORTS DEVELOPMENT

Members received and noted two reports from the Community Sports Development Officer who was funded by Community Committee.  One covered the period February to August 2003; the other covered just the summer sports programme.

Budget Group were advised that control of this budget had now transferred to Community Committees.  A briefing paper would be prepared for the next meeting.
