SALFORD AGREEMENT 2007-2010

1. PURPOSE

The purpose of this report is to inform the Committee about the Salford Agreement 2007-10, an agreement with the Government on priorities for improving the quality of people in Salford.

2. RECOMMENDATIONS

It is recommended that the Committee:

a) notes the Agreement’s objectives for improvement, as outlined below and in consultation leaflet which will be available at the meeting;

b) considers what could be done differently, or what different things could be done to achieve these objectives, bearing in mind activity already identified in community action plans.

c) Encourages members of the Committee and other local people to complete and return the consultation leaflet.

3. INFORMATION

The Agreement
The Agreement aims to improve outcomes for people in Salford. The objectives in it are priorities for improvement. Attention and resources will focus on these.

The Agreement will be between the Government and Salford’s Local Strategic Partnership, including the City Council, the Primary Care Trust and the local Police as well voluntary and community organisations. 

The Partnership will submit the Agreement to the Government in late December 2006. Government ministers and the Partnership will sign the Agreement in February 2007.

Objectives

The objectives in the Agreement come from public consultations over the past couple of years, and from statistical information. They are:

· Improve economic prosperity through educational attainment, skills, employment and enterprise

· Improve health outcomes and reduce inequalities

· Improve community engagement

· Improve community safety

· Improve environmental sustainability

The Agreement aims to narrow the gap on these issues between the whole of Salford and the rest of the country. Part of doing that will involve narrowing the gap within Salford between most deprived communities and the rest. So, the Agreement also identifies the following groups of people as priorities:

· children and young people, particularly those at risk and children 
living in poverty

· adults with low or no skills, and those who are out of work and 
claiming benefits.

· Families and individuals living in the wards of Langworthy, Irwell Riverside, Ordsall, Broughton and Little Hulton

The Agreement will be reviewed each year to check progress and that the objectives are still the right ones to focus on.

CONCLUSION

The Salford Agreement will focus attention on priorities for improvement which local people have previously pointed out. It will drive significant progress on these priorities across the whole city and in its most deprived neighbourhoods.
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
