LIGHTOAKS PARK

GENERAL

Several residents commented that the park was much improved and commended the park staff on their work.

POND

Water change has not been thought necessary during the very wet winter.  If dry weather now continues, a water change should be done within the next month.  

SPORTS AREA

Cllr Ferrer advised that she is working with a local Police Community Support Officer to identify funding for improvements.  She has got costings which are less than the previous ones.  

A ‘no dogs’ sign has been put up outside the football area.  

BENCHES 

The walkabout agreed that the 4/5 benches which were available should be situated alongside the football pitch on the Radcliffe Park Road side.  They pointed out the appropriate locations to Environmental Services officers.

GATES

The Claremont Road squeeze gate was now closed.  The adjoining house had experienced some problem with people climbing their fence but not so severe that they wished to take up the offer of higher fencing.

Staff are not shutting the main gates on one side after bringing their vehicles into the park as discussed at previous walkabouts.  Unauthorised vehicles are still coming in and causing problems. Steve Taylor will follow this up.

STAFF SHED

The walkabout discussed the site of the former shed which burnt down.  They agreed that grassing and integration into the park was an appropriate way forward.  Paul McKeown to follow this up.

TREES

Community Committee and Environmental Services have agreed to each pay half the cost of detailed plans to enable a full tree survey to be carried out in the park.  This is being progressed.

ILLEGAL GATES

Paul Mc Keown will ask blacksmiths to repair the fencing where it has been cut away, where gates have been put into the perimeter fence behind houses on Radcliffe Park Road.  

Community Committee to ask Environmental Services to write to the houses where this was done.

PATHS

A stretch of path near the former school site requires re-tarmacing.  Paul McKeown will try to progress this work.

FORMER SCHOOL SITE

Beryl Patten and others reported on the public meeting concerning the future of the former Oakwood School site.  At the meeting, residents made criticisms of the planning brief and a descendant of the person who had given the land to Salford spoke.  He advised that he wished covenants to stay in place, which suggested that much or all of the land would have to revert to park land.

OAKWOOD PARK

BINS

Paul McKeown still has bins on order for Oakwood Park, awaiting new budget period.

PARKING, etc

Paul McKeown will ask blacksmiths to look at putting bow-top fencing in to prevent vehicles driving down from the Stables, alongside the rugby pitches.
