WODEN STREET FOOTBRIDGE REFURBISHMENT, ORDSALL

RECOMMENDATIONS : 
That the tender from F W Sherratt Ltd be accepted in the sum of £106,675.93.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 
Following discussions with the Regeneration Team in the Development Planning Section the programmed maintenance works for the above bridge has been brought forward. The bridge has suffered failing paintwork over the majority of the structure together with extensive deterioration of the approach ramp anti-skid system and deterioration of the mastic asphalt wearing course across the main span. Maintenance painting is required to the whole structure together with the application of a new anti-skid coating on the approach ramps and main span. Additionally, the opportunity has been taken to improve the appearance of the structure by the provision of three cast iron replica gas lamps

KEY COUNCIL POLICIES –  Safer Salford


1 BACKGROUND
1.1 The former Salford Council, circa 1873, constructed Woden Street Footbridge. Maintenance responsibilities subsequently passed to Greater Manchester Council and Manchester City Council, but reverted back to Salford City Council in 2001 due to boundary changes.

1.2 A general inspection of the bridge has identified that routine maintenance is required to its approach ramps, the bridge superstructure paintwork and the surface finish to the footway. 

1.3 The Regeneration Team in the Development Planning Section are keen to promote additional refurbishment works to enhance the area for future development. A review of the bridge condition has been undertaken and it has been found possible to combine the aspirations for the area within a traditional refurbishment contract.   

2 DETAILS

2.1 Woden Street Footbridge spans the Manchester Ship Canal and is located at the end of Woden Street, between Regent Road Bridge and Pomona Bridge, Ordsall.

2.2 The approach ramp and main span of the bridge require routine maintenance painting due to the protective paint system showing evidence of failure. Additionally, both surface finishes to the approach ramp and main span have failed and require replacing.

2.3 The refurbishment scheme will comprise maintenance painting to the whole structure, including the adjacent street furniture; application of a new anti-skid coating on the approach ramps and main span; fixing of nosings to the approach ramp steps; repairing, repointing and cleaning of the abutments; provision of three cast iron replica gas lamps; and other miscellaneous works. 

2.4 A feature bandstand is sited close to the bridge on the Salford Bank and as part of this contract it is proposed that it should receive a protective paint system. 

2.5 Although refurbishment of the bandstand has been included in the works the Regeneration Team may wish to remove the bandstand from the area. If this requirement is confirmed then the painting of the bandstand will be removed from the contract in order to avoid abortive costs.
