DETAILS

1.1
Mr Hampson has purchased the former Co-op building on Broughton Road and has planning permission for its conversion into apartments with parking at basement level.
1.2
Mr Hampson is also in the process of acquiring the Maypole Hotel that adjoins the Co-op building to incorporate into the scheme.
1.3 An area of land is located to the rear of the Maypole, on Sovereign Street, that Mr Hampson has indicated could be used as parking for both the Co-op and Maypole buildings (the Maypole currently has no parking available). Mr Hampson would prefer to locate parking at this location (and create additional apartment space within the basement of the Co-op). However this land does not form part of the land to be acquired with the Maypole. The land is unregistered and the owner cannot be traced. If unable to acquire this land Mr Hampson would have to revert to the original proposal with parking in the basement of the Co-op.
1.4 Development Control have indicated that it is very unlikely Mr Hampson will be granted planning permission for the conversion of the Maypole unless parking is made available.
1.5 Mr Hampson has asked for the Council’s assistance to acquire the land to the rear of the Maypole to incorporate within the scheme.
1.6 If the Council chose not to assist with the acquisition of the land it is unlikely Mr Hampson will undertake any improvements to the Maypole despite the property being listed. This could have a detrimental effect on the sale of the proposed apartments in the Co-op building once completed and could hinder the successful redevelopment of the area.
