1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
Under Schools Access Initiative, £344,000 funding has been allocated to enable the LEA to comply with its responsibilities under the Disability Discrimination Act 1995. A specification has been prepared to provide an access ramp to the main entrance and an accessible toilet within the reception area.

Tenders were invited from five contractors from the Council’s standing list of contractors.  During tender evaluation it was found that the lowest tenderer had made an error in their price build up and subsequently withdrew their tender.
