1.0     
BACKGROUND

1.1 A press release in the Salford Advertiser on Thursday 3rd June 2004 highlighted a campaign by the Irlam and Cadishead ‘Friends of Princes Park’ to save a steam engine with local historical interest.

1.2 The engine is approximately 75 years old and was originally used to transport materials at the former Irlam Soap Works factory. The engine is now the responsibility of the Environmental Services Directorate and resides in Princes Park as a children’s park attraction.

1.3 A lack of maintenance has resulted in the condition of the engine deteriorating to the point where the Environmental Services Parks & Open Spaces Officers Group have identified its removal as a key action in the re-development of Princes Park.

1.4 The Friends of Princes Park then began their campaign to save and restore the engine.

1.5 The Cadishead Way Stage 2 site team became aware of this campaign and Birse Civils have offered at their expense to move the engine from within the park, refurbish and then reposition it at a new and more suitable location.

2.0    
DETAILS

2.1 Discussions have now taken place with representatives of the Friends of Princes Park group, the Neighbourhood Co-Ordinator for Irlam & Cadishead, the Irlam Rotary club, the Environmental Services Directorate and Birse Civils.

2.2 The engine will remain the responsibility of the Environmental Services Directorate however, Birse Civils will arrange for the removal of the engine from Princes Park to temporary storage within their site compound. The engine will then be cleaned and repainted to its original colours. Birse will then transport the restored engine to a new site. 

2.3 It is suggested that this new site will be adjacent to Cadishead Way in the vicinity of the railway embankment near Martens Road. A Planning Application will be submitted in the near future.

2.4 The proposed refurbishment will ensure that no major maintenance is required for a period of 15 years. Irlam Rotary Club have agreed to carry out minor maintenance to the fabric of the engine for an indefinite period and Environmental Services are to confirm that they will maintain the landscaping in the immediate area and carry out any future major maintenance to the engine.

2.5 It is anticipated that the project will be completed by the autumn of 2005. 

3.0       FINANCIAL DETAILS

3.1 Birse Civils will carry out the refurbishment and transportation costs at their expense as a gesture of goodwill to the local community. 

3.2 The proposed refurbishment will ensure that no major maintenance is required for a period of 15 years. It is anticipated that the Environmental Services Directorate will carry out any major works required after this period.

4.0     
CONCLUSION

4.1 The completion of this project will help enhance the local community and contribute to maintaining the local heritage. The assistance and commitment of Birse Civils is acknowledged in helping develop a strong link between the local community groups and the City Council.
