DETAILS:
1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
Under the New Deal for School Condition Funding 2003/2004 a bid was submitted to replace the heating system. The existing electric system in poor condition, obsolete, high in maintenance costs and highly inefficient.

1.2
The works comprise the removal of the present electric storage heating system and replacement with a radiator system and high efficiency gas boiler plant.

1.3 
Utilising a new gas supply, suitable high efficiency, condensing gas, boilers with environmental controls have been specified for this project. A mixture of normal and low surface temperature (LST) radiators, alongside radiant panels and air conditioning will be installed.
