1.0 Background
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 14th June, 2004, approval was given to the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme which included the Barton Road/Barton Lane Junction Realignment and Refurbishment.

1.2
Proposals have been prepared to produce a scheme which in addition to the renewal of the existing traffic signals improves pedestrian crossing facilities particularly for the disabled while refurbishing the junction and improving vehicular traffic movements.

1.3
The scheme lies within the Barton-upon-Irwell Conservation Area and consultation has taken place with ward members and the local community committee concerning the proposals and the intention to use appropriate materials within this area.

2.0 Details
2.1
The scheme comprises:-

(i) Planing out and resurfacing 1680m2 carriageway construction.

(ii) Provision of dropped crossings, tactile paving slabs and new traffic signals with red and green man pedestrian crossing facilities.

(iii) Realignment of kerb lines on Barton Road to improve vehicular and pedestrian movements.

(iv) Re-kerbing and re-paving the footways using recycled conservation kerbs and paving slabs.

(v) Construction of a new brick built retaining wall at the footway on Barton Road/Barton Lane.

(vi) Provision of painted pedestrian guardrails, bollards, street lighting and street furniture.
