1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
Earlier this year Greater Manchester Waste Disposal Authority were successful in obtaining Government funding (from DEFRA) to improve the facilities at local civic amenity sites throughout Greater Manchester.

1.2
Due to the lack of in-house design and civil engineering resources, assistance was sought from the district councils for providing detailed design, tendering and supervision support for the proposed projects.

1.3
Salford City Council, Engineering Design Section, submitted fee quotations for designing and supervising 3 sites within Salford and following a meeting with representatives from GMWDA, were commissioned to carry out one project at the Lumns Lane Civic Amenity Site.

1.4
A proposed programme, scope of improvement works and estimate of costs was agreed with GMWDA and the City Council was requested to proceed with the contract preparation.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The proposed scheme comprises:

(i) Construction of a relocated sheeting gantry and hardstanding

(ii) Improved access, signage and road markings

(iii) Amendments to existing steel “pushing” walls

(iv) Creation of an area for recycling modules

2.2
In conjunction with the City Council’s Landscape Section, a planting scheme has been included to screen the site.
