DETAILS:

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
The School was subject to an OFSTED inspection in September 2003. In its report the school accommodation was deemed unsatisfactory and sometimes unhealthy and potentially unsafe. 

1.2
In consultation with the school a specification was prepared to address the issues raised by the OFSTED report.

1.3
The works comprise the refurbishment of boys and girls toilets. Replacement of windows in PVCu with Acoustic double glazed units to address problems with road noise to the East Lancashire Road elevation. Improvements to mechanical extraction to classrooms, and the resurfacing of corridor floors with a brush applied resin coating.
