1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
Under New Deal for Schools Condition and Modernisation Fund money has been awarded to replace the defective felt roof covering.
1.2
The flat roof to the Junior Block was identified within the Asset Management Condition survey as being in a poor condition and requiring re-roofing.

1.3
A specification has been prepared to re-roof the Junior block with a built-up elastomeric felt system with improved insulation. Associated works include the renewal of all rooflights and rainwater outlets, and the replacement of the timber fascia boards with a composite, maintenance free board.
