PETITION FROM THE RESIDENTS OF GREENHEYS, LITTLE HULTON


RECOMMENDATIONS :

The overall condition of the footways in the Greenheys area of Little Hulton, at the locations 

specified within the petition, are considered to be in a fair and adequate condition. It is therefore recommended that the highways continue to be inspected on a six monthly basis with minor repairs being carried out as required. The inclusion of these highways on a programme for structural maintenance is not considered to be appropriate at this moment in time.


EXECUTIVE SUMMARY :


The Chief Executive recently received a petition expressing the concerns of the residents in the Greenheys area of Little Hulton, with respect to to the condition of the footways. Consequently an inspection of the area has been carried out to ascertain the overall condition of the footways in order to determine the conclusions and recommendations in the report.

ASSESSMENT OF RISK : Low

The City Council’s adopted highway network is inspected at least twice per year in accordance with the requirements of the current Code of Good Practice for Highway Maintenance. Actionable defects identified during this inspection process are carried out as a matter of course. Pre-determined criteria for repairs are applied by the area Highway Inspectors.

1.0     BACKGROUND :
1.1
The Chief Executive recently received a petition expressing the concerns of the residents in the Greenheys area of Little Hulton, with respect to to the condition of the footways. Consequently an inspection of the area has been carried out to ascertain the overall condition of the relevant footways.

It has been assumed that the footways subject to consideration are at the addresses of the petitioners from the Greenheys area as detailed below.


Rothwell Crescent


Clarke Crescent


Spinningdale


Co-operative Street


Manchester Road West


Greencourt Drive

DETAIL :
2.1
The highways listed above were inspected in order to determine their overall condition. Photographs were taken at the time of inspection and are available as background documents.

2.2
 It is acknowledged that not all footways within the City of Salford are in perfect condition. However, what is important is that the footways are maintained to a safe and adequate condition. All adopted highways within the City are inspected twice yearly, and where required, minor repairs are carried out to ensure that the highways are maintained to a safe and adequate condition. Where minor repairs are insufficient then the relevant highways are considered for reconstruction. These schemes are placed on a priority list, which is subject to a consultation and approval process. The number of schemes carried out annually is dependant on the levels of funding available.

2.3
The highways highlighted within the petition and subsequently inspected were considered to be in a fair and adequate condition. There are highways within the Little Hulton area and throughout the remainder of the City that are considered to be in far worse condition and therefore of a higher priority for reconstruction. Although minor works were required in some areas the footways were not considered to be dangerous and it is expected that the repairs required will be carried out following the next routine inspection.

2.4
The only exception to the above would be the condition of Co-operative Street. However, the inadequacy of this highway is largely due to its overall layout (there are no defined footways in some areas) and the fact that it has been obstructed by the creation of a garden area. However, in view of the minimal usage this highway is likely to attract, the reconstruction of this highway would not be of a high priority. Enforcement action relating to the obstruction may be taken in the future.

2.5
In summary the overall condition of the highways within the Greenheys area of Little Hulton are considered to be satisfactory and major reconstruction s are not considered to be appropriate at this moment in time.
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
