3.0
FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1
There is funding available for general improvements to four community centres, including the Boothstown Community Centre, within the Community and Social Services Directorate’s Revenue Budget.  However, it makes sense to undertake improvements to access for the disabled at the four centres, at the same time.  To enable this to happen it is proposed that additional funding be provided from the Disability Access Allocation, within the “Windfall” Receipt.  Because work on the four centres is at different stages of implementation it is proposed that three of the centres (including Boothstown Community Centre) be funded from the Community and Social Services Revenue Budget, with the Disability Access Allocation being used to fund all the improvements at the Wardley Community Centre.  See the separate report on this proposal.
