The works comprise of general building repairs including joinery, plumbing, roofing, flooring and decorating to Educational Properties throughout the City.

BACKGROUND

The current contract for the Schedule of Rates for Responsive Repairs for Building Works required re-tendering. The benefits of the Schedule of Rates are that it guarantees set prices for the more common items of work. Prior to going out to tender for the new Schedule of Rates a customer Questionaire was sent to all schools requesting their feedback on the existing contract and contractors performance, this was to enable Property Services to evaluate the effectiveness of the Schedule of Rates and to provide a flexible service that readily adapts to the clients needs. The overall response was good and indicated that the schools rated the Schedule of Rates as good. However the majority of schools requested a wider choice of contractors. (only three contractors had been appointed on the previous contract).

It is therefore recommended that due to the significant percentage addition to the Schedule of Rates by one contractor that the five remaining lowest contractors be awarded the contract; enabling each school to make a valued choice based on performance, capacity and quality of work. As a result of the Rethinking Construction agenda the contract is to run from January 2004 till March 2005.
