SUMMARY
1.1
To seek authority to the extension of existing bye-laws to include a prohibition on skateboarding in the Quays area

2.0
BACKGROUND
2.1 The existing bye laws covering the Quays area were introduced in 1996. They have not been altered subsequently. The bye laws prohibit [amongst other things ] swimming without permission, noise nuisance by singing or playing musical instruments or radio etc, cycling [off the roads] and pollution of the water.

2.2 Skateboarding is not included amongst the prohibitions under the bye laws. The Plaza area has become a popular area for skateboarding and this causes noise nuisance for residents [at Imperial Point] and can be dangerous to pedestrians when skateboarding takes place at busy periods.

2.3 Residents report that skateboarding has taken place late at night, causing a noise nuisance, and at busy periods when there have been “near accidents” with skaters and children.

2.4 Residents at Imperial Point have raised this issue at Community meetings including Community Committee.

2.5 There are issues about enforcing bye laws at Salford Quays. For example, there are problems with unauthorised and unsupervised swimming during the summer. It is felt however that a first step to relieve the problems is to have a bye law which prohibits the nuisance.

2.6 There are proposals for contact with skateboarders through “SAYO” [Sports Arts and Youth project  in Ordsall ] and other groups, to encourage them to use other facilities which are [and are due to be made] available. 

3.0 DETAILS

3.1.1 The procedure for the amendment of the bye laws could take around 3 – 4 months from an application to the Office of the Deputy Prime Minister. This includes a period of one month for advertising the application and a further month between ODPM confirmation and the bye-law becoming effective.

4.0
RECOMMENDATION
4.1 The Lead Member is recommended to authorise the inclusion of a prohibition on skateboarding at Salford Quays within the existing bye laws and authorise the Head of Law & Administration to complete the necessary formalities.
