1.0 Purpose of the Report     

1.1           To seek approval of the lowest tender received.
2.0 Background
2.1 The Lancastrian Hall has been selected as the site for the development of the Swinton Local Centre for Health and Social Care, which will include the Library. The existing library therefore requires relocating temporarily to enable the development to proceed. Planning permission was granted on the 8th May 2003 for the temporary relocation to the lawn area fronting the Civic Centre.

4.2 The source of funding is NHS Lift  (Enabling fund). The current budget provision is £600,000 (including fees).

4.3 Although additional rental costs may be incurred in the event of the Lift building not being ready within the programmed 105 weeks, this will be off-set by not having to pay rental (leaseplus) on the refurbished Lift building.

b) Moving existing library fittings, furniture and equipment

c) New fittings, furniture and equipment (if any)

d) I. T. - (separate contract)

h) Carefully removing war memorial, placing in storage (storage costs) and refixing in Lift building

i) Any other relevant costs not included

5.0 Conclusion

Approval to these costs will allow the Lancastrian Hall to be refurbished as part of the NHS Lift proposals.
