1.0 Background Information

1.1 Through the Housing Market Renewal Fund (Sustaining Neighbourhoods) an allocation of £540k is available to support the Streetscape Scenes Programme in 2004/05. An application for ERDF funding to support this Sustaining Neighbourhoods allocation has been approved  recently and a detailed application seeking £619k ERDF over two years is in process. 

1.2 The total funding available to support the Streetscape Scenes Programme in 2004/05 is £769k.

1.3 The proposed programme focuses upon environmental improvements in housing areas. The programme supports works in the priority regeneration areas and other areas within the HMRF where small scale improvements can significantly improve the quality of life for local people.

2.5 A modest amount of over programming is considered appropriate and if necessary, works will be delayed to 2005/06.

2.6 Delivery of the full programme for 2004/05 is dependent upon ERDF approval being obtained.  Should significant revision to the programme be required a further report will be presented to Lead Member.
