DETAILS 

1.0 Background
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 24th May, 2004, approval was given to the Proposed Local Road Improvement Programme which included reconstruction of the following footways:-


Lyndhurst Avenue, Irlam


Whittle Street, Walkden


Gloucester Road, Claremont & Weaste


Cliftonville Drive, Claremont & Weaste


Formby Road, Claremont & Weaste


Summerville Road, Claremont & Weaste


Sunningdale Road, Claremont & Weaste


All these schemes are carried over from last year, consulted on, approved and funded from Windfall Capital Monies.  Of these streets, three require street lighting improvements, leaving four streets, Lyndhurst Ave., Whittle Street, Formby and Summerville Road, where reconstruction can readily be undertaken.

Furthermore, at the meeting of the Lead Member on 10th November, 2003, approval was given to two target price contracts, one from City Highways, the other from Bethell Limited of Bolton for the reconstruction of 14 footways across the city to tackle the growing number of trip/accident claims against the City Council.

Under this form of partnering arrangement Bethell Limited have successfully completed all of the seven streets awarded to them reconstructing approximately 3000m of footways in Cadishead, Irlam, Claremont, Kersal & Broughton.

In order to make an early commencement on this years extensive programme negotiations have been carried out with Bethells for quotations to reconstruct two further streets, Lyndhurst Avenue and Whittle Street using rates based on their target price contract previously submitted.

1.5
This award will enable Bethell’s site staff who are currently undertaking the schemes and have gained valuable experience in both carrying out the work and dealing with the public to be retained and utilised.

The other two streets, Formby Street and Summerville Road will be awarded to City Highways through Highways Maintenance and will be subject to a separate report.

1.7
Consideration should be given to awarding further streets under this approach dependent on the successful outcome of this additional work.
