1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
Proposals have been prepared in order to reduce vehicle speeds and create a safer environment for local residents within Oaklands Road and South Radford Street on the Kersal Estate.  Consultation has been held with local residents and a scheme has been approved by the Traffic Management Unit and the Planning and Regulatory Panel.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The scheme comprises:-

(i) Provision of 6 pairs of triple speed cushions and a chicane on Oaklands Road.

(ii) Provision of 4 pairs of double speed cushions on South Radford Street.

(iii) Construction of 2 road humps, 1 on South Radford Street near Lamarna Close and 1 on Kersal Way near Eascombe Avenue.

(iv) Provision of new roadmarkings and signage.

FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
3.1 The estimated cost summary of the scheme is as follows:-

£57,172.83

Fees

£12,868.79

TOTAL

£70,041.62
3.2 A fuller breakdown of the cost of the scheme is shown on the Tender Approval Pro Forma which is attached to the report.

3.3 The work has been offered to City Highways only who are particularly experienced in this type of work.  The costs are based on rates which have been submitted for similarly recently approved schemes and will be monitored throughout the works.

3.4 The scheme is to be funded upto £52,819 from the Charlestown and Lower Kersal New Deal for Communities Partnership with the remaining £17,222.62 being made up from the Highways Capital Programme for 2004/2005.

CONCLUSION

Implementation of the scheme will reduce the level of personal accidents and car crime within the Kersal Estate, and compliment the recent traffic calming scheme constructed in Kingsley/Grindon/Cheadle Avenue and Northallerton Street.
