1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
Proposals have been prepared to improve the pedestrian and cycling facilities within the Chapel Street area.  Preferred routes have been identified by the Chapel Street Project Office and local residents.

1.2
In order to commence this initiative a number of minor improvements have been identified that can be implemented at an early stage.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The scheme comprises:-

(i) Provision of dropped crossings with tactile paving at Silk Street, St. Stephen’s Street, Cleminson Street, North George Street/Cannon Street and North George Street/Peru Street.

(ii) The construction of a pedestrian refuge with associated dropped crossings and tactile paving at Adelphi Street.

(iii) Reconstruction of 50m of footway on Cleminson Street at the junction of Adelphi Street adjacent to the former public house.

(iv) Construction of a link footpath across St Stephen’s Park.

3.0 FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
