TITLE OF REPORT  - 
1.0 SUMMARY

As with many other work areas then the area of responsive repair [to non-housing/non-school buildings] will be addressed as part of the re-thinking construction initiative. The proposed start date for new partnering contracts is April 2005. Current 3 year term contracts expire at the end of March 2004.

The  proposal is that current contracts are extended to fill the 12 months between April 2004 and April 2005. The rates to be applied for that period are to be in line with those recently tendered for the Schools Contract detailed below.

The 2 contractors in place have recently tendered for the
