1.0 BACKGROUND;

1.1 At the Lead Member Briefing on the 14th June 2004, approval was given to the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2004 / 05.

1.2 Included within the Programme is an allocation for the resurfacing of the A5066 Adelphi Street / Silk Street from the A6 Crescent to Blackfriars Road in the Irwell Riverside ward.

1.3 The resurfacing has been identified from the results of the principal route condition surveys. 

2.0
DETAILS;
2.1 The scheme comprises;

· Resurfacing of the carriageway of the A5066 Adelphi Street /Silk Street from the junction with the A6 Crescent to the limit of the works recently completed as part of the Blackfriars Road  / Silk Street junction improvement.  

· Rekerbing and reconstruction of sections of the footways in bituminous materials 

· Replacement of street lighting

· Construction of a pedestrian refuge near Cleminson Street

3.0  FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS

3.1 There is an allocation of £220,000 within the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme for this scheme. However, the scope of the final design has expanded from the original brief and increased the anticipated cost. This additional cost will not compromise the overall Block 3 programme

It is recommended that the scheme for resurfacing of the carriageway of the A5066 Adelphi Street / Silk Street and associated works be awarded to City Highways for the sum of £357,583.75.
