DETAILS:

1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
On the 2nd June 2004 the school was subject to an arson attack causing structural damage to the main entrance/reception and administration block with severe smoke damage to the main hall. Emergency repairs were carried out during the summer holidays to enable the school to re-open on 1st September 2004.

1.2
The works include the fire damage reinstatement of the entrance, reception, administration area and staff room. All works have been agreed with Cunningham Lindsay acting as loss adjusters.

Tenders were invited from six contractors from the Councils approved list. 

1.4
The lowest tender has been checked and found to contain a qualification, which stated that all electrical work is excluded from the tender. The electrical work equated to approx 20% of the overall tender figures. The second lowest tender was checked and found to have No unauthorised amendments, qualifications or arithmetical errors.
