1.0 BACKGROUND

1.1
The work is part of a on-going programme of improvements to provide modern accessible facilities for service users and staff, which includes disability access works. 
2.0 PROPOSALS

2.1
It is proposed to refurbish toilet & bathroom facilities at Alexandra House, a day centre for the elderly which include internal access improvements, and at the same time it is proposed to undertake disability access works to the entrance, using funding from the Disability Access Fund.
