1.0 BACKGROUND
1.1
At the meeting of the Lead Member on 13th May, 2003, approval was given to the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme which included £245,000 for the Cadishead North West Area Traffic Calming Scheme.

1.2
Proposals have been prepared to produce a scheme comprising traffic management and traffic calming measures in order to slow down the speed of traffic in an attempt to address the level of accidents within the estate and also discourage its use as a short cut especially during the peak period.

1.3
A number of consultation exercises have taken place with both ward members, local residents and representatives from the emergency services and bus operators allowing the design of the scheme to be amended taking on board the feedback that has been received.

2.0 DETAILS
2.1
The scheme comprises:

(i) Introduction of one-way routes on Allenby Road, Kitchener Avenue, The Vista and Haig Avenue.

(ii) The closure of Victory Road between Haig and Kitchener Avenue to prevent rat-running.

(iii) Traffic calming measures including 3 priority chicanes, 6 junction tables, 48 pairs of speed cushions and 10 road humps between Liverpool Road, Victory Road, Cumberland Avenue, Lords Street, Fir Street and Moss Lane.

(iv) Treatment of entries into the estate with coloured surface treatment.
