COMMUNITY SAFETY ISSUES

Inspector Jill Gorse provided statistics in relation to recorded crime within the Eccles Community Committee area, over the past two months, and which was summarised as follows:-
· 32 domestic burglaries - reference was made to the particular rise of such crimes in the Barton Ward, as well as a spate of burglaries in the Ellesmere Park area which appeared to have the specific purpose of stealing car keys.
· 9 robberies.
· 30 thefts from motor vehicles.

· 11 thefts of motor vehicles - reference was made to a spate of older vehicles being illegally removed by a tow truck, presumably for their scrap value.
· The Committee were advised of the continuing activities in relation to Operation Perch and Operation Brocade which focused respectively on tackling knife crime and problems of antisocial behaviour caused by young people respectively.
· A new Police and Community Support Officer (PCSO) had been appointed to cover the Barton area.
· The possibility of holding a PCSO surgery in Eccles Mall was being investigated, and the existing one in the Patricroft area, would now be held at the Tesco Express Store.
· Enforcement action was continuing in relation to illegal motorbike use around the Salteye Lay-by.

HIGHWAYS BLOCK 3 FUNDING - ROAD TRAFFIC AND PEDESTRIAN PROJECTS

Eccles Neighbourhood Manager submitted a report detailing the following schemes, along with their estimated costs, which had been put forward funding from the devolved Block 3 Capital Budget 2009/2010, and which the Environment and Transport Task Group had evaluated, and now recommended for approval:-  

· Rocky Lane - installation of speed indicator (£7,000)

· Gee Lane/Weymouth Road - highway repairs (£26,500)
