EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Supplementary Planning Guidance is local planning policy which has the support of formal adoption and is given higher status when dealing with planning matters. So that when the Council are making decisions they can be supported by these policies if challenged. Of equal importance is that they make clear to all interested parties what the Council’s stance is on a given issue.

Three new documents have been produced, which constitute Draft Supplementary Planning Guidance:-

· House Extensions – guide to what is considered acceptable, advising how homes can be extended..

· Trees: Planting and Protection – advice on sound tree practices and policies of the Council designed to protect trees and improve the landscape of the area.

· Enforcement Charter – sets down the context for Planning Enforcement and some standards of how we will perform those functions. 

The content of these draft policy documents have been approved by Cabinet for the purposes of consultation prior to being adopted as Supplementary Planning Guidance. Publicity is now being given to the draft policies and consultations are being carried out with the community (Area Committees) and users of the service.
