Update from Neighbourhood Manager.

1. CURRENT ACTIVITIES

The Eccles Community Sector Team (now called Local Partnership Business Group) is working hard to try and tackle problems of crime and anti-social behaviour within our Community Committee area, and to also adhere to the principals of the RESPECT agenda.

Below is a summary of some of the work that has taken place over the last 2/3 months within the area on a Ward basis.  This is only a short synopsis and does not reflect the totality of the work of any of the agencies involved, or all of the problems that residents have experienced.

Eccles 

· The Police have been paying particular attention to the Monton Rd area every Friday and Saturday evening.  Over 200 stop and accounts have been carried out since Christmas and reports to the police have substantially reduced over the period as compared with Oct/Nov 2006.  Vast quantities of alcohol have been seized and poured away at the scene.
· In Ellesmere Park there have been problems with owners of high powered cars being targeted.  Police have been working on this across the North West and some significant arrests have been made. 
Barton

· The CCTV poles and cameras are now fully installed on Liverpool Rd and Ellesmere St.

· Malicious fires in the Ellesmere St area appear to have ceased due to partnership working.

· Partnership between Housing Associations, New Prospect and Environmental Services is progressing well and a charter for residents should be in place in the near future. 
· There have been problems of criminal damage and Anti-Social Behaviour around the Higher Croft and Higson Avenue area.  Work is being done by New Prospect and GMP and reports have reduced.   The most problematic block on Higson Ave is now empty and a plan is being developed for refurbishment and reletting.

· The detached youth work team are working in the area on several evenings during the week around Patricroft Rec in particular developing relationships with young people who congregate in the area and trying to provide diversionary activity.

· Some physical measures to prevent the misuse of off road vehicles are being put in place around the Langland Drive area to assist residents there.

Winton

· SSCF has paid for some additional police time from January until the end of March in the Winton area.  As a result of this there have been a number of drug warrants issued in the area.  There has also been an increased focus on Anti-Social Behaviour, with many stop and accounts being issued, work done to enforce the illegal use of motorcycles and burglary in the ward has been targeted.
· New Lane falls into the SSCF area.  Many of the blocks around the area now benefit from fencing and increased target hardening to prevent burglary and other crime.

· Work is ongoing to try and resolve the refuse issues to the flats on New Lane. 

· Work is ongoing to provide the residents in the Florence and Athol St areas with a charter similar to the one being developed for the Station Rd area of Patricroft.  
· Permission has been given to install 3 CCTV cameras on the Westwood Park estate and 4 cameras on the Brookhouse estate.  This scheme has now gone through the tendering process and work will start on site in the near future.
· Westwood Park is now a pilot area for the “No Cold Calling” initiative to reduce doorstep and confidence crime.
· Scheme approved by SSCF for burglary reduction works to the flats on Verdun Rd. 
· A number of open spaces will benefit from environmental works which will also hopefully prevent anti-social behaviour.
· The Youth Service now has a dedicated Detached worker for the Winton Ward who is working with a number of different groups of  young people within the area.  One group is interested in being involved in proposals for a skateboard park in Winton and the other are currently working with cars and mechanics.
· Physical measures are being put on the Brookhouse and Westwood estates to help prevent motorcycle nuisance. 
· There is a partnership action plan in place for the Brookhouse estate to try and improve some of the problems that residents are experience.  This plan included targeted enforcement action against both individual perpetrators of anti-social behaviour and tenancies.
The following table outlines actions taken within Community Committee Areas to tackle perpetrators of anti-social behaviour.  The table shows a yearly breakdown of key actions taken and notified to the Crime & Disorder Legal Team, from 1ST JANUARY 2007 up to and including 9TH MARCH 2007 has been led by Neighbourhood Managers, Sector Sergeants, Anti-Social Behaviour Team, and the Crime and Disorder Solicitor, working in Partnership with other public agencies

There are currently 21 individuals being action planned by the Community Sector Team. 12 of these are from the Winton Ward, 7 from Barton and 2 from the Eccles Ward.  Individual may well be involved in anti-social behaviour in Wards other than they live. 

Since 1st February the partner agencies involved in the Community Sector Team have: initiated tenancy possession actions in 3 cases, carried out 3 acceptable behaviour interviews, 8 ASBO warning interviews and made 4 referrals to the Youth Inclusion Support Panel for preventative intervention work to be carried out.

· Feedback from Eccles Task Groups. 

Environment and Transport.

The Task Group had a meeting on 4th April 2007. 

· A meeting took place between the Neighbourhood Team, Environmental Services and Bereavement Services and Rev Ted Crofton to look at outstanding issues/repairs to Eccles Church grounds. A site meeting is to be arranged in the near future to update/monitor issues raised.

· The final Eccles Rec stakeholder group regarding the proposed master planning for Eccles Rec will take place on Thursday 10th May 2007, 3.00pm at the Salvation Army on Church St.

· Janet Roberts - LIFT Programme Director gave an update on progress. She will take forward some of the concerns raised at the meeting, regarding the contractor – parking issues, site access causing problems to pedestrians etc.

· Other updates were given.

Youth Task Group

The Task Group met  on 8th March 2007.  

There were various items discussed by the Group

· It is hoped a flyer will be produced (funding being sought) to advertise diversionary activities taking place in the Eccles area for both the Youth Service and Salford Community Leisure.

· SSCF has funded after school provision at St Patrick’s High School, linking in with a mixed basketball league.

· An additional detached youth worker is in place in Winton – funded through SSCF. 

· Sports Development Officer reported on the successful project (funded by SSCF) providing fruit and water for young people taking part in the half-term holiday provision.

· The next meeting will take place on 10th May 2007, 10.00am at Eccles Youth Centre

Eccles Senior Task Group.

The group met on Monday 5th March 2007.

· The group are hoping to join in the  50th anniversary for Narbonne Town Twinning.

· The Community Health Improvement Worker will be organising various activities specifically for more senior members of the community.

· The cleaning of Eccles Cross has now taken place – Youth Offending Service carried out the cleaning under the supervision of Stone Central who carried out the repairs.

Cohesion Task Group.

The group met on Tuesday 24th April.

· There was a review of the event held on 24th March at Salford Academy.  All those that attended felt it was a great success and wanted to organise a future event to continue to build on networks and relationships that had begun to develop.

· A discussion took place about the main theme for the next event - this will be around religion, culture and race and will have a food, music and arts theme.

· A small task group will met to organise the above event, which will be held over the next couple of months.

Community Safety Task Group

The group met on 8th March 2007 at Eccles Town Hall. 

· There was a police report on local issues. 

· The Fire Service reported on various ways in which they are involved in the Community at present.  They also reported that there had been some problem with fires at Cawdor House.  They are now working with New Prospect and GMP to tackle these.

· The Community Justice Initiative were represented and reported that the initiative was resulting in less repeat offending, increased completion of community payback sentences and more support for offenders.

· Resident Representatives at the meeting had the opportunity to report/ask questions.   It was apparent that damage to cars in the Barton Ward had been a problem particularly in Dec/Jan. 

· The next meeting will take place on Thursday 10th May2007, 6.00pm at Eccles Town Hall.

Other issues. 

· Barton Fairshare.

The Fair Share Trust panel met on Tuesday 1st May.

     There were two main applications discussed.

· The application from Eccles Neighbourhood Team for a Community Development Worker to work within the Barton ward was agreed by the Panel. This will now go to the Community Foundation Board for ratification - this post has been part funded by Irwell Valley Housing Association.

· Looking Glass Films has applied for funding to provide a visual arts project involving young people from the Barton area, this was agreed in principal further to clarification on certain issues.

· The Yemeni Community Association was successful in its bid for rental for the next 12 months – ratification from main Board still required.

· Safer Stronger Communities Fund 

This fund is for 3 Super output areas within the Winton Ward – Brookhouse, New Lane and Westwood Park.

The Board met on Thursday 26th April for a review of the projects carried out in 06/07 and to agree the processes for 07/08.

1. There will be the introduction of an Appraisal Panel, made up of the 3 ward members and 3 community representatives. The panel will consider applications and make recommendations to the Board for approval.

2. There will be a number of Reference Group meetings throughout the year to involve local groups/individuals in prioritising projects/schemes for 07/08 financial year. The group will also be involved in reviewing successful projects. 

3. There will be a DVD and photographs produced which will provide a visual commentary on the SSCF process from start to completion.
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
