CAR SALES ON PUBLIC HIGHWAYS AND CAR PARKS
1.
Purpose of Report

To provide the Committee with an overview as to the powers available to local authorities selling cars on public highways and car parks.

Details

The Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 creates two new offences to help local authorities deal with nuisance parking, offering for sale two or more vehicles, or repairing a vehicle on the road, as part of a business.  These powers fall within the remit of the City Council’s Environment Directorate Environmental Crime Unit.  The development of this Unit has been taking place over the past twelve months, and staff have been coming into post over that period.  As a result the Unit has adopted powers and extended its areas of activity as resources have allowed.  The powers provided by the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 in relation to nuisance parking and street car sales will be addressed in the next few months, with a view to them combating problems with regard to this issue, which have been identified in a number of areas in the City, including Monton.
