Eccles Political Executive 12th September 2008.
Update from Neighbourhood Manager.

1. Local Partnership Delivery Group

The Local Partnership Delivery Group is the multi-agency forum for helping to address crime and anti-social behaviour in the Eccles Service Delivery area.

LPDG Part A 

· Moore, Pearson and Tooley Houses on Barton Lane. 

Action Plan has now been implemented.  A security fob audit has been completed and issues addressed.  There have been no incidents reported on Moore or Pearson Houses for the last 2 months.  There have been some calls to Tooley House, but tenancy actions have not been initiated as appropriate.  
· Brookhouse

This area remains on the LPDG as a standing item as sometimes issues can flare quite quickly.  Current information is that all partnership actions are still in place on the estate and there has been no resurgence of the hate crime problems that have been historically experienced.  Several of the most noted tenancies on the estate are subject to tenancy action, including a demotion and there are a number of ASBOs in place to manage the movements of some key individuals who have been the cause of recent concern.  Plans are in place to implement a dispersal order on Brookhouse and Peel Green to facilitate enforcement action and maintain community confidence.  Additional work within the community is being carried out, with Youth Services, Salford Reds and local groups.  In addition the old wardens office has been refurbished and will be available for community use.
· Atherton Way. 

Action plans are in place to enforce action against a number of perpetrators of crime and anti-social behaviour in this area.  The area will be included for attention as part of any dispersal order application that is made.
Partnership activity in relation to crime and disorder.
At present there are 23 individuals under discussion at the LPDG.  These individuals are receiving input from a range of support from agencies, including Youth Offending Service, Children’s Services and ASSFAM.  In addition enforcement actions are either being taken or are being planned for a number of these individuals.

Of the current number, 13 are from the Winton Ward, 1 is from the Eccles Ward and 9 are from the Barton Ward.  

In terms of actions being taken with current cases, the following have been put in place over the last 2 months.
· Application made for possession against a tenancy on Brookhouse
· 2 CRASBOs prepared. 

· 3 ASBO agreed
· 1 case with full agency support and MARAC intervention

· ASSFAM are involved fully with 2 cases.

· Other tenancy actions including warnings and injunctions.
2. Neighbourhood Partnership Board. 

The NPB met on 9th July 2008.  Agreed priorities are – community safety, worklessness and opportunities and town centre issues. 
Work is now being done to collate the relevant information to discuss with their board at the next meeting which will be Oct/Nov.
3. Feedback from Eccles Task Groups.

· Youth Task Group

The Group met on 5th September 2008 at Eccles Youth Centre.
· There was an update from the Youth Service regarding their Centre based work and detached work.  

· There was a discussion around the future of the task group. All parties agreed that it should include young people and should be more task orientated rather than a forum for agencies to update, in the main, other agencies. It was also agreed that the task group should also work closely/report into the Youth Forum. It was agreed the time of the next meeting would be changed to a time to meet the needs of young people and that the youth service would speak to young people who have expressed an interest in attending a task group/youth forum to ascertain an appropriate time and location to meet. 
Eccles Senior Task Group.

The Senior Task Group met on 1st September  2008.  Discussion included the following:
     -Organising regular intergenerational events between younger and older people, with the first event suggested as being a

     - Eccles Cenotaph and an agreement to arrange a meeting with the relevant officers to move the project forward
Cohesion Task Group. 

Meeting held on 27th August 2008 at Eccles Town Hall.   Discussion included the following: 
· Representatives from the Lowry have been meeting with groups from Winton and the first walkabout event will be on Brookhouse in September.

· A meeting to meet with Barton Groups to discuss Lowry on walkabout has now been arranged..
· The multi-cultural women’s group has been successful in obtaining funding from Community Committee for 2 interfaith events for women – one at Eid and one at Christmas time.
· The group is interested in being involved in the town centre festival on 11th October – possibly creating a multicultural market.
· The Race Relations Officer for this Division of GMP attended the meeting to discuss his role.

Community Safety Task Group

This group met on 10th July 2008 at Eccles Town Hall. 
· Updates were given on the latest crime statistics for the area.  

· Updates were also given by the Fire Service.

· Burglary is the biggest problem in the area at present and all community reps have been advised to inform local people about the importance of home security as much crime is opportunistic.

· The violent crimes that had been committed at the time were discussed and reassurance provided that the incidents had not been related. 
 Other issues.  
Saturday 11th October, 10am -4pm – Eccles Town Centre Festival ….the official closing event for Salford Food and Drink Festival.  Will consist of local groups and organisations putting on stalls and entertainment, larger entertainers, possibility of some kind of farmers market being explored.  Will be promoted centrally through Salford Council Marketing and Communications.    There are already quite a number of stalls/attractions booked to take part on the day. 
Barton Fairshare.

· Next meeting 16th September.
· Patricroft Rec – Offer letter sent back to the received by Park Residents and returned to Community Foundation.
· Lowry on Walkabout will commence with a consultation event on 1st October at the Alexandra Rooms.
· Safer Stronger Communities Fund 

The opening of the Brookhouse Drop-In Centre took place on Wednesday 20th August 2008, when the facility was officially opened by the Mayor. A meeting of the User Group taking place on Thursday 4th September will discuss future usage of the facility and develop a timetable of opening times and activities.
The Youth Centre on Brookhouse estate been undergoing an overhaul of the interior of the building, which to date has been cleared, cleaned and is currently being painted by the Youth Offending Service and local volunteers. It is envisaged the facility will be open to coincide with the GLOW weekend being planned by the Lowry. Salford City Reds, Youth Services and local residents are keen to make as much use of the space as possible and will be arranging activities in the coming months. 

The SSCF Board September has allocated £6,000 revenue funding to the Small Grants Budget for October 08 – March 09 April. Grant application forms will be circulated/advertised as soon as possible with a likely closing date of the end of September.

The Lowry on Walkabout planning group has devised a number of community activities to take place on the GLOW weekend from Friday 19th September to Sunday 21st September. The theme is ‘sports meets the arts’ hence the title. Activities planned include a Tea Dance with a Hawaiian twist, Family Night Disco, Basketball  Artwork, Kite Flying, Street Dance, Line Dancing, Treasure Hunt, Organised Walks. There will also be a number of workshops held before the weekend including; kite making, graffiti artwork.
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
