Eccles Community Committee 24th March 2009.
Update from Neighbourhood Manager.

1. Local Partnership Delivery Group

The Local Partnership Delivery Group is the multi-agency forum for helping to address crime and anti-social behaviour in the Eccles Service Delivery area.

· Brookhouse

This area remains on the LPDG as a standing item as sometimes issues can flare quite quickly.  Tenancy and other actions remain in place on the estate.  Actions are ongoing for criminal damage offences which occurred over Christmas time.  Foxhill Rd is a focus for partnership activity at the present time.
· Atherton Way. 

CCTV is now operational in the area.  Complaints of nuisance have reduced since the Christmas period.  A number of individuals and addresses are being monitored.
· Naughton House.

Tenancy actions and possessions on the block have led to a reduction in complaints.  Some environmental work has been carried out, including new signage.
· Commercial Traffic on Chadwick/Mather Rd.

Residents have been complaining about traffic safety issues relating to a number of businesses in the area.  Actions were agreed to contact the parties concerned and ascertain whether they could agree to change some working practices to improve the situation for residents.

· Charter House

Complaints have reduced and the block remains under discussion whilst some final actions are completed by partners.

Partnership activity in relation to crime and disorder.
At present there are 18 individuals under discussion by partners.  These individuals are receiving input from a range of support from agencies, including Youth Offending Service, Children’s Services and ASSFAM.  In addition enforcement actions are either being taken or are being planned for a number of these individuals.

Of the current number, 10 are from the Winton Ward, 2 are from the Eccles Ward and 5 are from the Barton Ward.  

In terms of actions being taken with current cases, the following have been put in place over the last 2 months.

· Two possession cases are in progress.  One in Barton and the other in Winton.
· Parenting support is being offered in one case.

· 1 Criminal ASBO is being prepared.

· Several individuals currently appear inactive but are being monitored closely.

· Other tenancy actions including warnings and injunctions.

2. Neighbourhood Partnership Board. 

 The next NPB will be on 25th February.  Crime and Disorder, Worklessness, Environmental Crime, Eccles Town Centre and feedback from the Spotlight exercise in Winton are all items for discussion.
3. Feedback from Eccles Task Groups.

· Environment and Transport.

    The Group met on 9th February 2009 at Eccles Town Hall. 
· The group discussed various cleaning and maintenance schedules in Eccles, Winton and Barton e.g. the bus shelter, road safety lighting, pavement and road repairs etc.  They planned to act as a scrutiny committee to ensure the schedules were being adhered to.

· Reps from the ETTG planned to meet with Urban Vision to review and alter Urban Vision's priority repair schedule, to ensure it matched the requirements of the local community.
· The future of the Eccles Festival was discussed.
· Progress on environmental hotspots and publicising the work of the dog wardens was also discussed.
Youth Task Group

The first of the new style of meetings was held in January with young people being invited to the Task Group.   The group discussed how they would take this forward and what links there would be with other groups and the community committee etc.  Further discussion will take place in March.
Eccles Senior Task Group.
The Task Group met on 26th January.  Discussions included
· How the task group could include representatives from different groups, e.g. the BME community and various residents groups.
· The popularity of the tea dances and the schedule for 2009.

· How to progress intergenerational work in Eccles.  (The Task Group recommended that the people who attended the theatre trip to see 'A Taste of Honey' should meet up again to discuss the play).
Cohesion Task Group. 

The Task Group meet on Wednesday 25th February.  Interfaith work, International Women’s Day and Lowry on Walkabout are all agenda items.
Community Safety Task Group
The group met on 8th January.  They were updated on local crime statistics, environmental hotspots and plans for SNAP week.
The success of the Community Justice Initiative and community payback schemes was discussed.

· The next meeting is on Thursday 12th March 2009 at Eccles Town Hall.
4.  Barton Fairshare.

· Patricroft Rec.  Work is continuing to progress this project.

· Regular Steering Group meetings are being held to progress the Lowry on Walkabout Project in Barton with many ideas being put forward.  

· Fairshare has just agreed to fund Fairbridge to undertake diversionary activities with some young people involved in crime and anti social behaviour in the ward.

5.  Safer Stronger Communities Fund 

· Brookhouse Youth Centre is continuing to be used by Salford Reds, Youth Services and SCL to deliver sports/activities to young people on a Monday evening. Brookhouse All Stars are using the facility on a Wednesday evening for dance sessions. Brookhouse Drop-In Centre now has regular sessions by the Health Improvement Team, City West, Youth services and GMP.

· Barton Moss Community Arts project has been really successful with families on the Brookhouse estate over the last couple of weekends with children and their parents creating their own works of art, which will be assembled into a large totem pole and a giant jigsaw.
6.  Sustainable Neighbourhood Action Partnership (SNAP)

The first SNAP in Salford took place in Winton during the week commencing 4th February.
Some of the results of the SNAP are reported below:

· Seven drugs warrants executed, with five successfully resulting in arrests.  One address was found to contain at least 200 cannabis plants.

· The police worked alongside DVLA in relation to untaxed vehicles.  As a result of the initiative 20 vehicles were taxed and 8 were seized.

· Gateway checks were carried out in conjunction with GMPTE resulting in 3 arrests and 4 summons being issued. 

· 210 homes were fire risk assessed by the Fire Service.
· Three days of work saw 17.5 tonnes of refuse collected. This included 22 fridge/fridge freezers, 56 television sets, 15 personal computers and 12 washing machines. 

· 75 pieces of graffiti were removed and 75 separate litter picks were undertaken

· 100 disposable ashtrays and 100 dog bag packs were distributed across the ward.

· Children’s Services ran programmes for parents in community venues relating to drug, alcohol, parenting and advice.  This will be continued in the future.

· A community arts project commenced on Brookhouse estate

· Connexions piloted drop in session for young people regarding skills and careers and will be continuing these in community venues in the future
· Three housing benefit fraud cases are being prepared for prosecution and a number of other investigations have commenced as a result of SNAP week.
· Three multi agency walkabouts were carried out led by City West Housing Trust

· Tenancy visits were made across the area and over 40 addresses were targeted for tenancy breaches.

· Long awaited improvements were made to refuse arrangements around the New Lane area costing in the region of £6000.

· The Community Payback Team undertook work around the Old Fold area making improvements to pathways

· Alleygating was fitted at Sutherland St 

· SNAP week will be followed up by the installation of 2500 forensic property marking kits in the ward.
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
