Councillor Dave Eglin referred to the previous decision of the Group, at its meeting held on 16th November, 2001, approving a grant of £1,500 to the Brookhouse Residents Association for security measures at their premises. He said subsequently the Eccles Community Committee at their meeting held on 27th November, 2001, had resolved to hold this application in abeyance until negotiations had taken place with the owners of the premises adjacent to the Brookhouse Community Centre, who shared a common roof space, to ensure that all parties concerned were agreeable to the proposed security measures, and asked whether this matter had now been resolved.  Chris Skinkis replied that he would ascertain whether the mutual agreement had been reached with regard to the proposals, and if so ensure that the agreed funding was released at the earliest opportunity.
