COMMUNITY SAFETY

Purpose of Report

To advise the Committee of the following activities in relation to community safety issues within the Eccles Service Delivery Area:-

· The Eccles Community Sector Team (CST) have case conference four young people this month and have recommended application for anti-social behaviour orders (ASBO) on all four.

· A request for a Child Protection Case Conference has been formally requested for one individual exhibiting anti-social behaviour in the area.

· An additional resource to help prevent anti-social behaviour has been made available.  The Youth Offending Team have appointed three ASBO officers this month.  The officers will be attending all Community Sector Team meetings and will provide direct preventative support to young people identified by the CST who are at risk of receiving an ASBO.

· Currently the CST is co-ordinating the tracking of 35 young people, monitoring their behaviour and gathering evidence from agencies and residents.  Each of these young people is offered support with preventative measures through Youth Services, Sports Development or Fairbridge.

· An application by the CST to the Community Safety Unit on behalf of residents of Brodie Close, Winton, for funding has been successful.  The funding (£3,000) will be used to construct fencing dividing the close to prevent vehicular access, car crime and burglary.

· Mobile youth provision funded through a CST application to the Neighbourhood Renewal Fund (NRF) is ready for delivery.  The Mercedes van equipped with a small meeting room, video and computers will be targeted exclusively in Eccles for use with gangs.  Staff are currently being recruited.

· Preparations are in place to implement a pilot Juvenile Nuisance Strategy in Eccles.  The project is to be operated as a partnership between the police and City Council.  Young people will be targeted on Friday and Saturday evenings through this joint operation.  A system of tracking using Red and Yellow warning cards will trigger resources and warning letters to young people and parents.
