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Community Safety

1. Eccles Rec.

Many residents and community groups have expressed concerns regarding crime and disorder and anti-social behaviour in and around Eccles Rec.

This is having an impact on local residents, business owners and legitimate users of the park.

A public meeting has been arranged to discuss these issues and establish a local management group.  The meeting will be chaired by Cllr. Lancaster and will be held on the 4th December at 7.00 pm at Eccles Library.

Community Against Drugs funding (£6,000) has been obtained to support developments in the park.

2. Quaker Bridge.

Environmental works aimed at providing greater security for residents around Quaker Bridge are near completion.  The works include fencing around the bridge, improved lighting and the removal of shrubbery.   In addition the area has been targeted by the Detached Youth and Sports Teams.

3. Brookhouse Estate

Neighbourhood Liaison Workers are now active in the area.

Local people are being appointed for a seven week project to undertake a crime reduction survey of residents.  The information obtained will support the Liaison Worker project.

Work is due to commence on security work around the shops.

Community Sector Team
The Eccles Community Sector Team is made up of representatives from the Police, Fire Brigade, Community Safety Unit, New Prospect Housing and the Neighbourhood Co-ordinator.

The team has been developing these projects and is currently also prioritising :-

i) Direct action against named individuals causing anti-social behaviour and criminal damage.

ii) Arson of vehicles.

iii) Malicious, hoax phone calls to emergency services.

iv) Burglary.
