BROOKHOUSE RESIDENTS ASSOCIATION - SECURITY MEASURES

(Previous Minute 5 - 13th September, 2002)


Chris Skinkis referred to the previous meeting of the Group held on 13th September, 2002, where he had been requested to ascertain the progress made with regard to an application of £1,500 from the Brookhouse Residents Association for security measures at the Brookhouse Community Centre, which the Group had approved in November, 2001.  He reported that recently the Community Centre had suffered structural damage due to an act of vandalism, and as a consequence the Association had asked whether the grant originally intended for security measures could now  could now go towards the costs of repairing the recent damage instead.


AGREED:
(1) THAT approval be given to the grant of £1,500 to the Brookhouse Residents Association, originally made by the Group at their meeting held on 16th November, 2001 being reallocated to contribute towards the repairs required at the Brookhouse Community Centre following the recent act of vandalism.




(2) THAT the reallocation of the funding as detailed in (1) above, be dependent on the Brookhouse Residents Association taking out suitable insurance cover for malicious damage at the Brookhouse Community Association.
