A new LINk in the chain of involvement in Salford is being created.
Salford’s Local Involvement Network (LINk) is the new statutory approach to promote and support the involvement of people in health and social care (including public health), obtaining their views and enabling them to review services.
The LINk has the power to raise the concerns of local people with those responsible for commissioning, running and scrutinising services (including public health).
The new set-up has a broad remit and plenty of local flexibility to operate in a way that suits Salford. The approach being taken emphasises listening to and involving those whose lives are most affected by services.
While the LINk is independent of local statutory agencies, it is being hosted and supported in Salford by the Community Health Action Partnership (CHAP), a local community-owned social enterprise.
“This is a really exciting opportunity”, said Chris Dabbs, Chief Executive of CHAP. “We are focusing on making sure that the LINk really makes a difference for local people’s well-being and that more people get involved in ways that suit them.”
To find out local people’s views, there will be a major event on Monday the 23rd of March 2009 at the Broadwalk Training Centre. The LINk will then focus on the top priorities, with projects commissioned from voluntary and community organisations.
