	There were a number of venues throughout Eccles that were utilised during the summer holiday programme and the majority of these facilities were parks and open spaces.

This proved to be beneficial as it allowed the team to cover the whole of the Eccles ward, from Ellesmere park to the Brookhouse estate, thus having at least one session a week in a given area.

The majority of the facilities were well maintained with other sporting facilities on offer as well as the usual football pitch I.e. tennis courts and basketball hoops, and it was evident from the young people that this was preferred as it allowed them to access a number of sports i.e. tennis instead of the usual traditional sports such as football and cricket. 

The weather did not prove to be an issue this year, as we only had to cancel one session due to rain in the 5-week period. All outdoor sessions were in the morning therefore the afternoon sessions still took place as it was held at Fit City Eccles, which proved to be an ideal venue.

Although there were no major incidents or problems, dog fouling was a concern as there were a number of occasions where staff were trying to find an adequate piece of land to play sports without having to cone the area off and in some cases where it was so bad the staff were actually removing it themselves.

Vandalism was also evident in terms of broken glass and in one case dirty needles in which the staff ensured the young people were clear of the affected areas.

An evening session also had to end early than planned so not to put staff or the young people at risk due to a number of young people who were not working with us fighting and acting in an anti social behaviour fashion.

	The Eccles summer programme proved to be a success and this was evident through the number of young people who accessed the programme across several schools and consultation with those who took part, parents and partnerships.

The young people stated that they enjoyed the sports on offer; they liked the staff that lead the scheme and were looking forward to the next holidays to attend something similar. The programme also helped young people mix with others from various schools and built relationships between the primary and secondary aged children. Additionally, it was nice to see barriers being broken with regards to young people from the ethnic minorities because at the end of the 5-weeks the majority of young people were mixing and playing as part of a team instead of being segregated and working independently. This was due to both young people and staff working together.

One parent did state that she was impressed in how well organised the programme was and knowing her children were safe and would like to receive information regarding future holiday provision.

There were a number of partnerships working together these included the operational staff at Fit City Eccles and the Youth Service. There were no problems to report, the staff working over the summer and at the centre worked well together and nothing was too much of a problem for the centre staff. The Youth Service assisted in the evening sessions and positively publicised the programme.

The majority of the children attending the holiday programme (73%) had attended previous Holiday Schemes.  

Enjoyment:
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All the children completing the evaluation questionnaire enjoyed the activities they took part in. The graph below illustrates the activities that were most popular:
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Although all the children enjoyed the activities offered some activities were less favourable than others, see graph below:

Children were asked “what do you think of the Holiday scheme”, the responses illustrated in the chart below support the above finding that all the children enjoyed the scheme.  

95% of the children made new friends whilst on the holiday scheme, a factor that more than likely contributed to their overall enjoyment. 
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Future Holiday Schemes:
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Children were asked to select what sports and activities they would like to do in the future. The graph below shows the most popular choices. 

Consultation around activities offered is vital in helping to ensure future holiday schemes meet the needs of the local children. 

95% of the children who attended this year holiday scheme would like to attend future holiday schemes. 

Diversionary Activities:

The holiday activities provided in the Eccles area give the local children something to do during the holiday period. If the scheme was not available the children would be forced to find other alternative activities to occupy their time. The below graph illustrates what the children would be doing if the holiday scheme was not available. As clearly shown the majority of the activities are sedentary.
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Sports Teams:

· 76% of the children are a member of a school sports team

· 54% of children are a member of a sports club

· 43% of the children would like information on joining a sports club playing their favourite sport. These children will be sent information directing them to their nearest sports club.
