Update from Neighbourhood Manager.

1. Local Partnership Delivery Group

The Local Partnership Delivery Group is the multi-agency forum for helping to address crime and anti-social behaviour in the Eccles Service Delivery area.

· Brookhouse

This area remains on the LPDG as a standing item.  Recent tragic events at the shop are not linked in any way to the local area.  Local tensions have not changed as a result of this incident, although residents have been shocked and saddened by the incident.  Partnership work is continuing on the estate and there have been some notable improvements on some areas of the estate.  City West Housing Trust are supporting GMP in some recent actions they carried out on the estate.
Brookhouse Community Association remain very active and are engaged in very positive work.
· Atherton Way. 

Recently this area has come to attention again due to some anti-social behaviour to the rear of Shenton Homes and on Atherton Way.  Information is currently being gathered in relation to this.  Youth Services are deploying detached youth workers to the area and the CCTV monitoring station have been made aware of the issues.
· Commercial Traffic on Chadwick/Mather Rd.

A resident survey has recently carried out.  Although there were only a small number of responses, most identified that there had been some improvements.  Work continues.
· Lankro Way.

Concerns have been expressed regarding some environmental issues on Lankro Way and partners are looking at way in  which these can be addressed.
· Alder Park area.
Over the last month there have been problems relating to crime and disorder in the Walker Rd area.  Housing and police action has been taken in relation to a number of addresses and further actions will follow.  Over the weekend of 10th-12th July extra police resources were employed to the area and no further incidents have been recorded.
Partnership activity in relation to crime and disorder.
At present there are 11 individuals under discussion by partners.  These individuals are receiving input from a range of support from agencies, including Youth Offending Service, Children’s Services and ASSFAM.  In addition enforcement actions are either being taken or are being planned for a number of these individuals.

Of the current number, 5 are from the Winton Ward, 5 are from the Eccles Ward and 1 is from the Barton Ward.  

In terms of actions being taken with current cases, the following have been put in place over the last 2 months. 
In addition to the above, targeted partnership action is being taken in relation to issues on Alder Park.  A range of tenancy warnings have been issued, including some final warnings and legal advice is being sought.  Three ASBO warning interviews have also been arranged.  A number of charges have followed policing work and further civil action may follow once the outcome of these are known.
2. Neighbourhood Partnership Board. 

 The NPB met on 3Rd June 2009.  Crime and Disorder, Worklessness and Eccles Town Centre.  The Working Neighbourhoods Team for Eccles has now been established.  It is a multi-disciplinary team that will be looking at improved ways of working to support local people.  Some targeted consultation work will be undertaken over the summer and this will be reported back to the NPB.
3. Feedback from Eccles Task Groups.

· Environment and Transport.

    The Group met on 9th June 2009 at Eccles Town Hall. 

· Eccles Railway Station Forecourt Plans - In 2007 a feasibility study was funded with Block 3 money re: improvements to the station forecourt.  Freccles now wanted to take the plans forward

· Speed Bumps on Ellesmere Park Estate – A site visit to the area is to be included in the forthcoming mobile survey

· EETG believed Urban Vision were making insufficient progress in rolling out the maintenance

schedule
· Update from Tom Jones: Dog fouling signs have been erected around Ellesmere Park.

Community litter pick was arranged with the Multi-Cultural Womens Group, which resulted in the removal of 14 bags of litter from Eccles Rec and the surrounding streets.  
· Progress on environmental hotspots was also discussed.

Youth Task Group

The Task Group will meet in September.  Playschemes will run over August at Lewis Primary School and Brookhouse Youth Centre.  Attempts were made to run playschemes in the Eccles Ward, but unfortunately it was not possible to locate a suitable venue. There is a full programme of sporting activities across all three wards being run by Salford Community Leisure.  Youth Services also have programmes running over the summer.
Eccles Senior Task Group.
The Task Group met on 11th May.  
· Jon Matthews had enquired at Chairs and Deputies about the role of Senior Task Groups in other areas. He
discovered that most Community Committees do not have a Senior Task Group.  Senior issues are incorporated into other task groups.  However, if there is a specific issue, they will create a time limited task group to address this.

· The wording on Eccles Cenotaph currently only acknowledged those who lost their lives in the first and second world wars.  The Senior Task group wanted 
the wording changed to acknowledge those lost in subsequent conflicts.

Cohesion Task Group. 

The Task Group met on 22nd June.  Interfaith week in November was one of the main topics of conversation and it was agreed that a sub group would be established to look at this.  
Cancer Research gave a presentation on an event that they’re holding on Cleavelys Track in August.  There was also some discussion about heritage week and guided tours around local churches.
Community Safety Task Group

· Will meet again in September.
4.  Barton Fairshare.

· Patricroft Rec. It is anticipated work will commence at the end of August.

· Regular Steering Group meetings are being held to progress the Lowry on Walkabout Project in Barton with many ideas being put forward. A Slice of Eccles is taking place on Sunday 12th July 2009 at the Lowry, when local groups will be taking part in an old fashioned market place.
4. Safer Stronger Communities Fund 

This funding stream has now been taken into the Area Based Grants 
· The small grants budget group took place on 22nd June, with 11 applications submitted from local groups.
· Brookhouse Youth Centre is continuing to be used by Salford Reds, Youth Services and SCL to deliver sports/activities to young people on a Monday evening. 
· Summer playschemes will be run at the facility for 4 weeks from 3rd – 28th August. A new gardening project is being run on Brookhouse by a community volunteer, working with the school and local residents.

· Brookhouse Festival was held at the community centre and surrounding area on Saturday 20th June. The mayor opened the proceedings and enjoyed a dance performance by the Brookhouse Allstars.
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
