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Patricroft Bridge Masterplan - Overview
1.0 Background
1.1 The Liverpool Road Corridor Strategy and supporting investigations identified the area around Patricroft Bridge as a key priority for regeneration within the city (see Annex 1 for the site location). 

1.2 As a result, the city council has committed to the delivery of a masterplan for this area by March 2010 and to the implementation of this plan wherever possible and appropriate.
1.3 The Patricroft Bridge masterplan boundary (see Annex 1) is based upon an area outlined by stakeholders and residents as part of the Liverpool Road Corridor Strategy consultation. This area was expanded from the original boundary given to the consultants at the request of businesses and stakeholders keen to be part of the proposals.
2.0 Purpose of the Masterplan
2.1 The purpose of the masterplan is to create a vision for Patricroft, setting out how wide-scale regeneration can be achieved, what form of development is feasible, if any, and how economically viable this will be. Naturally, this will be built around the needs and aspirations of the key stakeholders, landowners and residents of the area. 
2.2 As well as influencing the internal city council approaches to development in the area, the masterplan will help us to draw in outside investment and development partners.
2.3. The core principals of this masterplan will be to:

· Promote the reuse and redevelopment of the area, including potential alternative uses for buildings and sites,

· Look at how to make the best of employment uses and development sites in the area, and maximise their potential and value,
· And to promote the use and potential from the site’s canal side location.
3.0 Masterplan Delivery
3.1 Of the consultants who submitted a proposal to deliver the masterplan, the panel unanimously voted for URBED (http://www.urbed.coop/) to take on the project. URBED are a consultancy that specialise in community led regeneration, and have a long history of successful projects and proposals across the North West.
3.2 URBED have set forward a vision for Patricroft based on the idea of using Patricroft Bridge’s history and canal side location as the basis for the reinvention of the area as a sustainable urban neighbourhood. They view Patricroft as a “sustainable suburb”, a place of excellent new housing and facilities that provides opportunities for those wanting to commute, and those working in the area, a vision the council supports.
3.3 The involvement and engagement of the local community, stakeholders and landowners will be key to the delivery of the masterplan. As a result, the plan will feature a series of consultations with the public and stakeholders.
3.4 URBED have met with the majority of key landowners, businesses and stakeholder groups over the past few weeks, and discussed with them their ideas of regeneration in the area. 

3.5 A stakeholder “round table” event was held on the 9th of July at Lewis Street Primary school for businesses, stakeholders and council officers to discuss and identify the key issues in the area. This has given us a good understanding of the needs and desires of those living and working in Patricroft Bridge.
3.6 From here, the city council and URBED plan to hold a public consultation event in late August, where anyone wishing to attend will be able to come along and see the initial ideas and proposals coming forward, and give us their opinions on the work so far. Following this URBED will develop the proposals and hold a series of consultation events as the work develops.

3.7 It is expected that work would begin on the implementation of the masterplan’s proposals in 2010/11.

3.8 The creation of the Patricroft Bridge masterplan clearly sets out the city council’s ambition for the area. This will ensure that the site is a priority for future investment and that everyone can see there is a bright future for Patricroft.
