EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:
The Audit Commission best value inspectorate have now delivered their final report on the Authority's best value review of Crime and Disorder (Some 10 months after the actual inspection). A number of the points raised by the Authority on the draft  have now been reflected in the final version of the report. For ease of reference, the areas which have been amended have been highlighted on the attached copy of the report.

The Authority's established practice is to consider whether any adjusments are necessary to our Improvement plan as a consequence of the Inspectors' findings,  in order to strengthen our commitment to reducing crime in the City and complying with Section 17. As the report has only just been received however, we need to take a little time to fully consider the implications of the report,  particularly in the light of the partnership's emerging crime and disorder strategy which is being developed following the recent statutory crime audit.
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
