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Recomendations

Recommended - Professional staffing costs up to £30 per hour be considered for funding subject to credentials including qualifications and/or experience be produced.  Where costs exceed £30 per hour two quotes are provided.

Recommended - That the following contributions to volunteer expenses may be paid:

£5.00 per day per volunteer for transport (taxi fares will only be paid in exceptional circumstances)

£5.00 per day per volunteer for food if working over a continuous 4 hours.

£16.00 per day towards the cost of childcare/adultcare.  (Care must be provided by a registered carer).

Organisations wishing to apply for volunteer expenses are advised to contact The Neighbourhood Management Team for guidance.

Recommended – Individual client/patient costs are not funded.

Recommended – No application will be considered where an organisation is not making some contribution towards the costs.

Recommended – Funding may be approved for beverages, tea, coffee and soft drinks.

Recommended – Community Committee will only fund ‘not for profit organisations


Recommended – DBSG can reject an application where it considers there has been excessive canvassing or intimidation of a Group member.

Introduction

At Community Committee on 22 July 2010, I presented a report on behalf of Budget Sub-Group setting out a number of suggested funding criteria against which future applications might be considered.

Community Committee asked that a Steering Group be set up of all interested Community Committee members to consider these recommendations in greater detail,

The Steering Group has meet on a number of occasions and has given a good airing to a wide range of issues.  I would like to take this opportunity to thank sub-group members for the considerable time and effort that they devoted to this task.
The following points are split into two categories new criteria and guidance to Community Committee

Recommended New Criteria 

a)
Paying external staffing costs - Some applications contain a request for a 
contribution to the cost of employing professional, sessional staff to run 
events or activities
Recommended - Professional staffing costs up to £30 per hour be considered for funding subject to credentials including qualifications and/or experience be produced.  Where costs exceed £30 per hour two quotes are provided.

b)
Paying volunteer expenses - Many activities and events are dependent on 
the work of volunteers. The Steering Group has considered this in some 
detail.
Recommended - That the following contributions to volunteer expenses may be paid:
£5.00 per day per volunteer for transport (taxi fares will only be paid in exceptional circumstances)
£5.00 per day per volunteer for food if working over a continuous 4 hours.

£16.00 per day towards the cost of childcare/adultcare.  (Care must be provided by a registered carer).
Organisations wishing to apply for volunteer expenses are advised to contact The Neighbourhood Management Team for guidance.

c)
Applications for services to individuals - applications are received from 
organisations that wish to provide individual client/patient services.

Recommended – Individual client/patient costs are not funded.

d)
Groups contributing to their own expenses – Some applications are received 
where Community Committee is asked to fund all expenses. DBSG feels that 
through its own efforts, groups should be making some contribution towards 
costs.


Recommended – No application will be considered where an organisation is not making some contribution towards the costs


Hospitality for events – Applications for events may have costs in for hospitality (food and drink).  DBSG feels that a contribution should be made, where appropriate, but does not wish to meet food costs.


Recommended – Funding may be approved for beverages, tea, coffee and soft drinks.
Not for profit organisations – DBSG wishes to fund only ‘not for profit organisations’. This should be stated clearly in the organisation’s constitution along with a clause setting what happens if the organisation is dissolved.


Recommended – Community Committee will only fund ‘not for profit organisations

1. Guidance to Community Committee

Recurring applications- with the already agreed cap on funding of £5,000 per organisation each year, organisations may apply for funding in successive years.

Scoring systems - The Steering Group considered a number of scoring systems but agreed to continue with the current assessment process.
Canvassing of DBSG members – DBSG members may not be actively canvassed about an application prior to a meeting.  Members request the right to highlight the extent of that canvassing or intimidating behaviour and DBSG may reject an application if that canvassing or intimidation is considered excessive or intimidating..


Recommended – DBSG can reject an application where it considers there has been excessive canvassing or intimidation of a Group member.

Grant application decisions made a Community Committee - DBSG
asks that where Community Committee wishes to question/challenge one of its recommendations, it refers it back to DBSG for further consideration rather than make a decision on the night. DBSG considers each application in great detail and would like the opportunity to have time to consider Community Committee’s concern(s)
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
