	EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

The attached reports set out current arrangements caught by the best value review of home to school and social care transport (excluding Environmental Health arrangements eg for self drive hire).  They have been compiled by TAS Partnership Limited from information provided by the review team using service profiles and Audit Commission Checklists published in ‘Going Places.’  The reports are designed to provide base data for subsequent analysis.

A further report will be finalised in June 2002 which will identify and analyse relevant issues and incorporate relevant Environmental Health current arrangements.
